Karen Kunc who has carved wood covers and/or soapstone covers and interiors of
wood as well.

Nancy Azara whose 18 ft. carved wood accordian book with poems by Oregon
poet, Judith Barrington.

Janet Goldner whose welded steel books have incised text and imagery.
